Dear Director General,

Armenia has been continuously committed to bringing its active participation and
contribution to the effective functioning of the World Health Organisation. We have
also been benefiting greatly from the multiple activities and co-operation within the
organisation. However, our full engagement in the WHO has been constrained by the
suspension of Armenia’s voting rights as a result of arrears accumulated to the WHO
budget in the past. I have addressed this issue in my previous communications, in
which I specifically drew attention to the history and structure of Armenia’s arrears
and considerable discrepancies between its actual capabilities to meet its obligations
and assessments of expected contributions in the 1990s.

Over the past three years Armenia has been engaged in continued consultations with
the members of the Organisation and the Secretariat about the possible, mutually
acceptable and realistic solutions to address the problem. Indeed, I am most grateful
to all those engaged in such consultations for their commitment to resolve this issue in
a satisfactory manner.

Mr. Director General,

As in previous years, I wish to reiterate Armenia’s full commitment to duly
contributing to the budget of the Organisation within the presently applied scale of
assessments. It is noteworthy that Armenia has demonstrated seriousness of purpose
and willingness to meet its financial obligations to the WHO by having duly carried
out payments of USD8,422 in 2002 and 2003, and USDS$,590 in 2004 and 2005
respectively. These payments have been applied towards the overall contributions
from Armenia due to the Organisation.

Armenia is once again willing to invite the Organisation to carefully review the
problem related to the accumulated arrears over the past years and to restore
Armenia’s scope of participation in the work of the Organisation, including its voting
rights at the 59th World Health Assembly.

Thanks to your
support, our specialists have been able to participate in international meetings and
conferences, to improve their skills and exchange experience with colleagues from other
countries. Turkmenistan highly values its cooperation with WHO and looks forward to
continuing fruitful cooperation. However, on account of its arrears, Turkmenistan has
lost its voting rights in the World Health Assembly, a situation which deprives it of the
possibility actively to take part in the adoption of important decisions.

Dear Dr LEE,

In the hope of your understanding, we request your good offices in considering
the arrears that have accumulated over payment of contributions for the period 1993-1998.
In this connection, I have the honour to submit for consideration a payment plan for
Turkmenistan's arrears in contributions. The plan provides for the payment of unpaid
contributions for the period 1992-2005, amounting to a total of US$ 1 259 014, over a
ten-year period, i.e. in equal annual amounts, in addition to Turkmenistan's annual
contribution of US$ 22 300.
