In accordance:with the provisions of resolution EBBE;R28 concerning the "conduct
of the general debate in plenary meetings of the Assembly" I have the honour to submit
the following observations:

(a) In reality, the duration of the plenary meetings largely depends on the
number and length of the statements concerning the Director-General's report,

I do not think there will be much difficulty in limiting the time allowed for
each intervention on this subject. There is, moreover, a precedent for this
solution, since during the celebration of the tenth anniversary, the various
addresses were limited to a maximum of 10 minutes each. In their addresses,
chief delegates should restrict themselves to comments on the activities of the
Organization. In the event of their wishing to give an exposé of the health
position in their respective countries, they would be requested to submit it
in writing for inclusion in extenso in the Official Records of the Assembly.

(b) Another factor tending to prolong the Assembly is the interval of 48

hours which, pursuant to Rule 15 of the Rules of Procedure, should elapse between
distribution of the reports and discussion of the agenda items to which they
refer, Suspension of the application of this rule, provided for moreover in the
same rule, might help to shorten the Assembly, especially as concerns the last
week, in which a large proportion of the Committees' reports are concentrated.
