Future sessions: provisional agenda for the
Fifty-fifth World Health Assembly

Report of the Director-General

1. According to Rule 4 of the Rules of Procedure of the Health Assembly, the Executive Board
shall prepare the provisional agenda of each regular session of the Health Assembly after
consideration of proposals submitted by the Director-General. Proposals from the Director-General for
the provisional agenda of the Fifty-fifth World Health Assembly are attached at Annex 1.

2. In addition, the Director-General received two sets of proposals from Member States under
Rule 5(d) of the Rules of Procedure of the World Health Assembly. The Board has already decided,
when adopting its own agenda on Monday, 14 January 2002, not to consider one of them under the
present agenda item. The other, from Bulgaria, Czech Republic and Slovenia, is to include an item on
control of neurocysticercosis.

3. The Thirty-second World Health Assembly, in resolution WHA32.36, decided that the
Executive Board “shall fix a preliminary daily timetable for the Health Assembly’s consideration of its
agenda and the General Committee shall review and approve this timetable, subsequently revising it if
and when required”. A draft preliminary daily timetable for the Fifty-fifth World Health Assembly is
attached at Annex 2.

4, The Director-General proposes for the round tables the theme of risks to health, also the
subject of The world health report 2002. 1t is also suggested that this should be the topic of statements
made in plenary.

ACTION BY THE EXECUTIVE BOARD

5. The Executive Board may wish to adopt the following draft decision:

The Executive Board, having considered the report of the Director-General on the
provisional agenda for the Fifty-fifth World Health Assembly,' and recalling its earlier decision
that the Fifty-fifth World Health Assembly should be held at the Palais des Nations in Geneva,
opening on Monday, 13 May 2002, and closing no later than Saturday, 18 May 2002,> approved
the provisional agenda of the Fifty-fifth World Health Assembly. It also recommended that the

open to ministers of health or to those designated to personally represent them in policy
discussions.
