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1. The information below represents a preview of the Organization’s staffing profile as at 
30 September 2004; it covers the overall staffing situation by main location and grade, distribution of 
staff by gender, geographical representation, age profile, staff retirement, external recruitment, 
information on national professional officers, and distribution of the workforce across the main 
occupational groups. The sixth human resources annual report containing complete data as at 
31 December 2004 will be submitted to the Fifty-eighth World Health Assembly. 

Appointment categories 

2. At 30 September 2004, WHO had a total of 3951 staff members on either fixed-term 
appointments of one to five years or career-service/service appointments (both referred to hereafter as 
“long-term appointments”).1  Of these, 1548 (39.2%) were in the professional category, 2167 (54.8%) 
in the general services and 236 (6%) in the national professional officer category (see Table 1). The 
number of staff members holding long-term appointments has increased by 109 (2.8%) compared with 
the number at 31 December 2003, as reported in the annual report for 2003.2  

3. In addition to staff holding long-term appointments, there were 4090 temporary staff 
(1663 short-term staff and 2427 term-limited staff) as at 30 September 2004 (see Table 2). 

Gender distribution 

4. The percentage of women in the professional category has increased since the last annual report 
(34.4% versus 33.6%). 

5. The distribution of staff with long-term appointments by organizational location, grade and 
gender is shown in Table 3. It can be seen that, of the 1548 professional staff members on long-term 
appointments, 1016 (65.6%) are men and 532 (34.4%) are women. Thus, while this report shows that 
women outnumber men at the P.2 and P.3 grades, the representation of women at grade P.4 is 37.8%, 
at P.5 28.5%, and at P.6/D.1 19.2%. The proportion of women at D.2 level has increased since the last 
report reaching 25%.

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Geographical representation 

6. As of September 2004, 114 countries were within their desirable range, with six of these 
reaching the top of their range of representation, 25 were overrepresented, 13 underrepresented and 
42 (including two Associate Members) were unrepresented (Table 4). Table 5 gives details by region 
of the status of representation of countries: 

• three countries that were unrepresented (Cambodia, Kyrgystan and Singapore) are now within 
their desirable ranges of representation; 

• two countries that were previously within their  range of representation (Lesotho and Haiti) 
are now unrepresented;  

• three countries that were within their range of representation (Australia, Côte d'Ivoire and 
Sudan) are now overrepresented. 

7. Table 6 provides information on the distribution of staff by location of assignment and region of 
nationality.  

Age, length of service and turnover of staff 

8. More than half of the staff in the professional category (51%) is aged 50 years or older. In the 
general service category, staff aged 50 or over now represent the largest age bracket (38%) whereas in 
the national professional officer category, staff in their 40s represent the largest group (49.2%) (Tables 
7 and 8). 

9. The largest single group of staff (41.8%) has fewer than five years of service. The approximate 
average length of service is eight years for professional staff and 13 years for general service staff. 
(Table 9). 

10. Table 10 provides data on staff appointments (staff who have taken up duty in the period to 
30 September 2004). In the professional category, it shows that 74 (43.2%) were recruited externally, 
53 (39.6%) represented conversions of existing temporary staff, and 22 (31.8%) were reassigned 
through interagency transfer.  

11. According to current projections, approximately 16% of the workforce is due to retire within the 
next five years and over 38% within the next 10 years (Table 11). 

Occupational groups 

12. 47.1% of the posts held by professional staff are in the category “Dental, nutrition, medical, 
nursing and veterinary specialists”. Within this group, 92.1% are “Medical specialists” and 1.8% are 
“Nurses”. The second largest occupational group is that of “Administrative Specialists” which 
accounts for 28.9% (Table 12). Of that group, 16.8% are “Computer information systems specialists”, 
15% are “Financial management specialists” while 14.8% are “Administrative Officers”.
