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SPECIAL ASSISTANCE TO CAMBODIA,
THE DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC OF VIET-NAM, THE LAO PEOPLE'S DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC
AND THE REPUBLIC OF SOUTH VIET-NAM

Report by the Director-General

In accordance with resolution WHA28,79, the Director-General
reports in this document on the developments that have taken place
regarding assistance to Cambodia, the Democratic Republic of Viet-Nam,
and the Republic of South Viet-Nam, together with the Lao People's
Democratic Republic.  The Executive Board also considered a report by
the Director-General and adopted EB57.R56.

1.  INTRODUCTION

1.1 The Twenty-eighth World Health Assembly decided, inter alia, in resolution WHA28.791
that "WHO should fully participate in the overall United Nations programme for a large-scale
assistance action in Cambodia, the Democratic Republic of Viet-Nam and the Republic of South
Viet-Nam", It also authorized the Director-General "to finance expanded and special
assistance programmes for these countries from any source of funds available to the
Organization, including the resources accumulated in the Special Account for Disasters and
Natural Catastrophes under the Voluntary Fund for Health Promotion, funds available in the
Director-General's Development programme, possible savings and, as necessary, the Executive
Board Special Fund"'

1.2 In the light of resolution WHA28.79, the Regional Committee for the Western Pacific, at
its twenty-sixth session held in' Manila from_ 1 to 5 September 1975, also considered the
question and adopted resolution WPR/RCZG.R4. In that resolution, the Regional Committee
expressed the wish that Laos be included among the countries to receive special assistance,
in view of the urgent health problems facing it, and requested the Director-General to bring
this desire to the attention of the Executive Board at its fifty-seventh session.

1+:3 The Director-General reported3 to the fifty-seventh session of the Executive Board on
the action so far taken by the Organization to implement resolution WHA28.79 and the Board
subsequently adopted resolution EB57.R56,4 in which it recommended inter alia that the Lao
People's Democratic Republic be one of the countries authorized to receive special assistance
under resolution WHA28.79.

The Health Assembly will therefore wish to consider the Board's recommendation in this
matter.
